The wastewater treatment plant on Third Street remains under construction, this area is off limits to all
residents and visitors. Please use the park entrance off Senseney Road to gain access to the Town
Park for all activities.

As a reminder do not bring household trash or yard waste to the Public Works Department for disposal.
The town provides trash service every Friday and Yard Waste pick up every Monday. Please use the
Citizen Convenience Center located at 6671 Valley Pike, Middletown should you have additional needs
during the week.

L ast day of Yard waste pick-up M onday December 2, 2024.

Please review the guidelines for yard waste. Any yard waste that does not meet the required guidelines will
be left curbside. Yard waste collection will be every Monday, and must be placed curbside by 8:00 am. Yard
waste consists of grass trimmings and leaves which CANNOT weigh more than 40 Ibs. Branches or twigs can
be NO LONGER than four (4) feet in length and NO LARGER than twelve (12) inches in diameter and must
betied in bundles (no wire or plastic string). Y ard waste must be placed in biodegradable or paper yard waste
bags only, NO PLASTIC BAGS. Y ard waste should not be placed curbside until the morning of collection.
This helps keep the community neat and free of clutter and ensures the bags have not been compromised dueto
weather. Rain soaked or damaged bags that rip or tear during pick up will be the responsibility of the
homeowner/tenant to clean up. If you have any questions, please contact Public Works (540) 869-7731.

Please make sure the water meter in your yard is always accessible. The meter should never be covered or buried
by anything. This can cause serious problemsin the event of an emergency if we are unable to find and/or access
the meter. The meter should be visible and most importantly easy to access. Please take the time to make sure
the water meter on your property is always accessible.
